uterus and then a womb and that she has a baby Yeah Ok Great So then
they're old enough to know that's not sexuality though That's anatomy It's
anatomy That's different Yeah Yeah | think look | think uh I think | think it's
great Listen it was banned from this this first grade class Uh but it's not
banned from us talking about it again first grade Like but it's about
acceptance It's about how do you even know not to accept the child is a
single digit Like he doesn't even he has nothing to accept he has nothing to
accept into something He's a he's a five year old Listen | think it's important
for Children to know certain things and to be accepting of other people's
backgrounds Of course my belief Ok you're saying it like that was a cookie
cutter statement in my opinion because it's like | get it but that's like cookie
cutter Like how does the kid we're telling the kid to accept certain things that
he doesn't even know what acceptance he needs the concept of acceptance
before he knows what to accept And he's only five So it's like why don't we
talk about that first before Like you need to accept this It's like well but even
he's not even old enough to understand the concept of exception Well | think
they are when they're like oh you can't sit next to me or um there are a lot of
Children you know what | encourage you to hang out with six year olds
They're much more in tune than you think You have six year old cousins I've
had six year old cousins Yeah Oh maybe like second cousins Third cousins
No What do you mean Oh you had Kyle six year olds right now are very
advanced They are what do you mean They're just advance they know stuff
like they're very aware they know stuff | was aware of sex at six years old Of
