always had it in my brain Like this is possible like I'm happy to be where |
am because I'm learning how to get to there And as long as | do everything
wherever | am to my best ability I'm going to be an award winning movie
maker someday and here | am doing it So | think that it's not just the mindset
and the work it's like the faith the belief and the stuff that's yet unknown |
love al of that That's the faith and the belief and the stuff unknown Did you
ever get knocked off that path and had to get back on or was it just like a
strong just like no I'm doing this Oh yeah Life is so distracting boys you
know party other projects Oh | think I'll be a housewife for a while Oh you
know because life is big and you don't only have to do one thing but it's
always been athrough line of mine And even when | wasn't on camera acting
| always | was a party thrower | was an event producer | was | did charity
events like | was aways either hosting something or and then someone
would see me or somebody would know me from something else and give
me a job Like | didn't have an agent or audition for like a dozen years and |
kept working by accident | don't know if that's by accident | feel like well
because I'm still out there in the mix put it out there and you're producing
even when you're throwing parties you're producing you're making like the
show in and of itself right Yeah Even auditioning these days is like making a
movie Like you've got to learn the lines and light yourself and shoot yourself



and edit and prepare and dress yourself and do your own makeup And |
mean like just auditioning is making a movie So I've learned to really enjoy
that too Even if you don't get the parts Like | get to act today | get to make a
little movie today | get to do something creative It's so great | love all of that
Um Speaking about getting dressed | mean your dress is fabulous You look
absolutely stunning You look gorgeous fan Like the print dress is my thing
Like give me something off the rack at Dolch and I'm good | mean you look
stunning | said when | when | met you | was like you have the most gorgeous
eyes like yeah stunning stunning woman We're so happy to have you here
Um And we're happy to talk about love on the rock And you said this is a
Malta What a crazy thing | had shot a movie | produced a movie Beckman
right here with David A R white that's available on Amazon This David is

business model of making movies and you can make two different movies

Yeah | think we have | think we have alittle clip of that right behind us Yeah

talked to at the locker for two lines And then that was it Then all of a sudden
they're like if you're willing to do this if you have the freedom to do this we
see that you have the talent to act and carry this movie So | just and | used
that | leveraged that into hosting and producing for Playboy for a dozen
years | ran three shows | was a show runner on three shows over there So Oh
wow Talk about you know good stock and good business | mean you are
Yeah | mean | think you're the Marianne the Ginger the Barbie you're al of it
We can do all of it that many lives We lead lives lives we lead | mean look at



this uh thisis and thisis coming to Amazon Prime | just won the Indie Series
awards for best ensemble cast | won best support Yeah So and and it's a

do you love you doing a red shoe Diaries episode We would go through like

Zalman King and | did like a whole bunch of movies for them | ended up
shooting for Playboy Magazine They ended up realizing what an asset | was
behind the camera as well And getting a job like doing that launched me into
everything | do today And then Playboy taught me how to be a producer to



work for e the travel channel everything else associated television
international Win Emmys So that was my in and | ate it and David was the
host of that show So we yeah so we got to work with David It was awesome
Perfect Yeah And then your signature lip gloss | brought you some So |
brought some for you and your guests to try and your producers Whoever
else Yes this is great How did this come about Well | work with makeup
artists all the time and a lot of times they bring you the stuff that's really
tacky and sticky and you've got to go about your life for the rest of the day
and eat food and you know all of that So if | wanted something that was light
you could keep reapplying and it wouldn't get everywhere And then during
the pandemic | had time on my hands So | made it and | did a color that
blends with everybody well or be on top of the stick and people were
wearing masks and it wouldn't get their mask al sticky brilliant and it tastes
like dessert So if you're watching your hair you just lip you know like your
