down there Yes So we have fresh baked croissants We have a nutella
croissants We have a guava and cream cheese croissant And before you leave
you'll have to take one of our morning buns I've never even heard of a nutella
croissant Why is this The this is this is a family size Is this one So our
specialties are the chicken and waffles which is served in a family style
platter Or we can do the individual that is sweet and yummy and salty and
sweet and mushy and delicious Oh my God I'm even looking at my fingers
We also have a bagel tower that comes with locks cucumbers Uh al the
fixings for bagels with three different kinds of bagels on the tower In

known for its rich musical history Well | am grew up there and today the six
square mile East L A neighborhood is home to a very popular pizza
speakeasy that serves up a dlice of local history Los Angeles is so spread out
and people don't know much about certain areas of the city that are important
Boyle Heights It has a great long history of multiculturalism One of the first
multicultural neighborhoods in Los Angeles You had African Americans
Jewish Americans Mexican Americans They call it the Ellis Island over the
west coast What year are we talking This is a turn of the century into the
twenties But also there's a rich musical history here When we look around
we're at the Paramount |'ve learned a lot about the Paramount | keep saying
If these walls could talk in 1939 the famous uh jazz musician Basie one of
the architects of big band jazz played here and he crossed the Color Barrier
African American can only play in South Central in the fifties Celia Cruz
Tito Puente the salsa stars and the sixties Stevie Wonder the East Side Sound



of East side bands They were very popular in the mid sixties Like cannibal
the head hunters What do you think it is about the space and its location in
Boyle Heights Well it's right in the center matt and now it Cesar Chavez No
other ballrooms like this and how cool to have a building that's nearly 100
years old still standing and breathing in new energy Right Right Right Right
Right And what's downstairs Brooklyn Avenue Pizza Co So how does that
come into play Well the owner Frank Acevedo he wanted to open a
restaurant downstairs people could dance up here and party and they go
down to have some pizza chef George for you The experience | look behind |
see all of this dough | see the big old oven What's the experience like being
here It's very fun Actually | always treat my dough as a canvas for making it
from scratch It's a four day fermentation It really dedicates to what this
building used to be which was just Baker's Union and to be able to make
dough from scratch and home it really represents past to the future and the
present You were mentioning that in the nineties the Paramount and
everything within the Paramount evolved shut down changed Weas there a
moment that you did not think the Paramount would ever come back to what
it was Yeah | wrote an article in the L A Times about Boyle Heights and |
wrote about the Paramount Ballroom and its history neighborhood You know
the multiculturalism of it And Frank the owner the new owner got a hold of it
and called me up and said hey | want you to come on board and they said if
we can resurrect come to the Paramount come check it out check the website
out and come grub with me I'll be here all day every day Salute salute pizza
for breakfast That's music to my ears And we have more reasons to get out
and safely explore our city Coming up get groovy and Glendale local DJ One
of these sign up for scratch school was where to find common electro cruelty
free vegan beauty line When L A from the Breakfast Club on mind comes
right back before you see gets so calling all cereal lovers the recently opened
Breakfast Club is serving more than just bacon and eggs on their al day

stepping into this type of art form and really being good at it My name is
Marisol and | am the founder of Ladies of Sound the official Women's
division of the Beat Junkie Institute of Sound We have a program called Intro
to DJ which is an eight week program where you come in and learn just
basic music theory basic scratches basic mixing We have another um
program called foundation and that can run from anywhere from 8 to 10
months And we combine what we learned growing up on vinyl digging
through the crate And about halfway through the program they're able to
bring in their laptops You know we keep 1 ft in the past but we also keep 1 ft
in the future | always tell my students this you know we don't promise you
that you're all gonna become professional DJ S but we promise you that you
will be a part of this DJ culture for the rest of your life and be in love with it
